28th November 
Children’s Bingo from 3.15 – 4.30 in the school hall. (This is instead of Movie Night) Tickets cost £1 and can 
be purchased through Parent Pay. 
Adult’s Bingo from 7pm in the school hall (strictly over 18s only) Tickets cost £6.50 and can be purchased 
through Parent Pay or from the school office. Tickets must be purchased before the event. No payment will 
be taken on the door.

29th November 
In exchange for a bottle for our Christmas Bottle Stall children can come to school dressed in their own 
clothes – no ripped jeans, belly tops or football kits please.

4th December 
EYFS Christmas Craft Workshop. Parents of children in Pre School Twos, F1 or F2 can come along and 
make Christmas crafts with their child. 
 
6th December 
Whole School Advent Retreat. This takes place during the school day and is a way of preparing the children 
for the Advent season. 
 
6th December 
In exchange for a packet of cakes for our Christmas Refreshment Stall children can come to school dressed 
in their own clothes – no ripped jeans, belly tops or football kits please. Any types of boxed cakes are 
welcome. Thank you in advance. 
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6th December 
KS2 Late Night Movie. Tickets cost £5 and can be purchased on Parent Pay. The ticket price includes all 
refreshments. Children can come back to school at 4.30 pm dressed in their pyjamas to enjoy a Christmas 
film.

10th December

Thursday 12th – brunch with Father Christmas – cost £3 – each child will receive a selection box from Santa. 
Friday 13th – Coffee morning for all parents from 10.30 to 12.00 – cost is £1 per parent. Children can join 
their parents for refreshments and then can purchase tickets to enjoy games and stalls in the hall.  
Friday 13th – Christmas Baking – cost £3

The very popular Christmas shop will be available all week – all gifts £1.  
We also have a Christmas raffle with great prizes such as a TV, a man’s and a lady’s Radley Smart Watch, 
Christmas Hampers and much more. Tickets for the raffle are £1 a strip and can be purchased through
